The word “hay” has 4 meanings.
1.  “There is” -  Hay un libro en la mesa.  There is a book on the table.

2.  “There are” – Hay dos libros en la mesa.  There are two books on the table
3.  “Is there?” -  ¿Hay un libro en la mesa?  Is there a book on the table?

4.  “Are there?” – ¿Hay libros en la mesa?  Are there (any) books on the table?

All nouns are either masculine or feminine.  This has nothing to do with boys / girls.  It’s a grammar thing.

You have to learn the article (“el” or “la”) along with the noun to know if it’s masculine or feminine.

You NEED to know if it’s masculine or feminine for later stuff we’re going to learn.
