Class Notes #1 – 8th Grade

POSSESSION (ownership) in English is indicated by adding 's to the owner, followed by the noun.  

For example:
John’s book or Carmen’s mother

In Spanish, it is indicated by placing the noun first, then the word de which means of, then the owner.

For example:  el libro de Juan or la madre de Carmen
When the owner’s name is not used, POSSESSION is indicated by a possessive adjective.

In English these would be:

my

your

his

her

its

our

their

In Spanish you would use:

mi/mis for “my” (singular/plural)

tu/tus for “your” (familiar only, singular/plural)
su/sus is used for “his,” “her,” “its,” “your” (formal – usted, and plural – ustedes), “their”

How do you know which it means?  By the context.

nuestro/nuestra/nuestros/nuestras means “our”
vuestro/vuestra/vuestros/vuestras means “your” – in Spain for people you call “vosotros”
