USING THE VERB “IR” (G0) TO TALK ABOUT THE FUTURE
When we talk about going to a place (the library, home, the North Pole, etc.) we use the verb “go”, which is “ir” in Spanish.  Its conjugated forms are as follows:

yo voy

I go/I’m going


nosotros vamos  
we go/we’re going

tú vas

you go/you’re going

vosotros váis

you go/you’re going



(familiar singular)




(familiar plural Spain)

usted va
you go/you’re going

ustedes van

you go/you’re going



(formal singular)




(plural)

él va

he goes/he’s going

ellos van

they go/they’re going

ella va

she goes/she’s going

ellas van

they go/they’re going










(all female)

You also need the preposition “a” which means “to”.

Function #1 of ir (go):  Going to a place

Yo voy a la clase.


I’m going to class.

Nosotros vamos a California.
We’re going to California.
Function #2 of ir (go):  Future action

Yo voy a estudiar.


I’m going to study.

Nosotros vamos a jugar.

We’re going to play.

NOTICE:  When expressing a future action, use the conjugated form of “ir”, with the infinitive (dictionary form ending in –ar, -er, -ir) of the action verb.
