the word does not have to start with the letter, just be in it

Possessives (my, your, our, his, her, their)

Know that possessive adjectives are singular or plural, depending on the thing owned, not the owner.  Endings have to match.  If one has a plural –s, the other must also.

Example:  
mi hermano = my brother (singular)

mis hermanos = my brothers (plural).
