Students should continue to review words for family members, possessive adjectives, professions (jobs), and be able to use verbs to explain what each profession does.  The family tree and oral presentation of it is due by Oct. 31
ADDITIONAL IRREGULAR and/or STEM-CHANGING VERBS
The verb “Conocer” means “to know or be familiar with”.  Use it when you talk about knowing a person.*
Verb CONOCER – to know
Add “z” before the “c” in the 1st person singular (yo) form only.  The rest of the verb is conjugated like a regular “-er” ending verb.
Forms are:

yo conozco = I know
tú conoces = you (familiar) know
usted conoce = you (formal) know
él conoce = he knows

ella conoce = she knows

nosotros conocemos = we know
vosotros conocéis = you know (familiar, plural, only in Spain!)

ustedes conocen = you (plural) know
ellos/ellas conocen = they know
THE PERSONAL “A”
In Spanish, when the direct object of a verb is a person, animal, or group of people, we use the word “a” – called “the personal a” – after the verb.

For example:

María ve una casa.   Maria sees a house.  No personal a.
María ve a un chico.  María sees a boy.  Use the personal a.
