8th grade #4 (From Unit 4 Lesson 2)
Students should continue to review words for family members, possessive adjectives, professions (jobs), and be able to use verbs to explain what each profession does.  The family tree and oral presentation of it is due October 31st.
ADDITIONAL IRREGULAR and/or STEM-CHANGING VERBS
The verb “Venir” means “to arrive or come”.  
Verb VENIR – to come or arrive
This verb is very similar to “Tener” (to have), except that the endings follow the pattern for -ir verbs, which means they are different from –er verbs in the nosotros and vosotros forms only.
Forms are:

yo vengo = I come
tú vienes = you (familiar) come
usted viene = you (formal) come
él viene = he comes

ella viene = she comes

nosotros venimos = we come
vosotros venís = you come (familiar, plural, only in Spain!)

ustedes vienen = you (plural) come
ellos/ellas vienen = they come
Examples:
Yo vengo a las tres y media.  I’m coming at 3:30.
Tú vienes a la una y veinte.  You’re coming at 1:20.
