8th GRADE NOTES – STEM-CHANGING VERBS IN SPANISH
There are three patterns of stem-changing verbs in Spanish.

Remember, the stem is the first part, and the ending is the second part.  You find the stem by removing the –ar –er –ir ending from the infinitive.

In the e-ie pattern, the letter e in the syllable preceding the ending changes to ie in all conjugated forms except the nosotros and vosotros forms.

Examples:  

Querer

stem:  quer- changes to quier-

stem:  empez- changes to empiez-

to begin

Tener

stem:  ten- changes to tien-

Pensar

stem:  pens- changes to piens-
