DESIGN A TOWN
Working with or without a partner, design a town, draw and label streets and places in the town, and write a paragraph telling about your town all in Spanish, please!!!
1. Name your streets.  Remember, the words calle (street), camino (road), and avenida (avenue) come first, then the name.  Example:  Calle Cahill = Cahill Street

2. Put at least six places of business with names in Spanish in your town.  Refer to the vocabulary list.  Do not just label them Limited Too or Abercrombie.  That type of store is called a tienda de ropa.  You can give them a name as well, but you must also label them with the word you are learning in this chapter.  As with the streets, you put the name second:  Alice’s Restaurant would be Restaurante de Alicia.
3. Give your town a Spanish name.  Not Dylan Town.  Pueblo Dylan is ok.

4. Color it.

5. On a piece of lined paper, write a paragraph describing your town in Spanish.  Use the word hay to tell what there is/there are in your town.
