4. Know how to substitute pronouns for names in your mind so you can figure out which ending to use:

One name (Luis for example) is the same as él, so use the él form.

One name (Carmen for example) is the same as ella, so use the ella form (same as él)

Two names (Luis y Carmen) is the same as ellos, so use the ellos form.

Anybody “y yo” (and I) is the same as nosotros (we) so use the nosotros form.

Anybody “y tú” or “y usted” is the same as ustedes (you plural) so use the ustedes form (except if it’s “tú y yo” or “usted y yo” because that’s “we”.

5. Stem-changing verbs:  Know what that expression means.  In regular stem-changing verbs, the stem changes (except in the nosotros and vosotros forms) according to the pattern (e-->ie) tener-->tiene and (u-->ue) jugar-->juega.  Endings still follow the same pattern as non-stem-changing verbs.

Know the verbs conocer, querer, venir.

6. Personal A – Know that when the direct object is a person, group of people, or animal, it is preceded by the preposition A.
