PROCEDURES/ROUTINES:
Arrive quietly, walking, on time, prepared.

Homeroom (8:00 – 8:05):  Flag salute, announcements, attendance and lunch count.

After homeroom, begin warm-up assignment.  

When classroom bell rings, stop what you’re doing and give me your full attention.

Pencil sharpening:  Before class, after class, or when doing seatwork.  NOT when someone is talking.
At the end of class:  Remember – the teacher, not the bell, dismisses you.  As you exit, say “Adios,” “Hasta mañana,” “Hasta luego,” “Ciao/Chau,” or other goodbye in Spanish.  

LEAVING THE ROOM DURING CLASS:
You may sign out for the bathroom or drink without asking during seatwork time.  If I notice that you do excessively and/or it is impacting your performance in class, you’ll be asked/told to cut down on your trips.  Use this privilege responsibly.  
BEHAVIOR:
Come prepared.  Stay in your seat unless I ask you to get up.  Be polite; stay quiet while others are talking or working.  Do your best.  Take pride in your work.  Enjoy learning and achieving.  Ask questions that will help you and others understand.  Refrain from cursing or shoving.  And NEVER, EVER throw anything!!!

To help you achieve these goals, you will be expected to take notes, read passages from the book, listen to and watch videos for understanding, while reading in your book, ask and answer questions, complete textbook and workbook exercises for practice), do projects, write, perform, tape skits, and review notes and study at home.
GRADES:
Your grade averages are calculated by Gradekeeper.   They fall into two categories:  

Tests, Quizzes, Projects (60%) -   Your actual grade for the assignment is entered.
Homework, Classwork, Participation (40%) -   Each event is worth a certain number of points.  The number of points you get for each event is determined by whether or not you completed the assignment or participated.
