GENDER OF NOUNS

Gender means masculine/feminine.  Nouns name or identify a person, place, thing, or idea.
In Spanish, all nouns are either masculine or feminine.  Words for male people and animals are almost always masculine; words for female people and animals are almost always feminine.  

Most nouns that end in –o are masculine.  Most nouns that end in –a are feminine.  For nouns that don’t end in –o  or –a you have to learn the gender along with the noun.  You can learn that by learning the singular definite article (the) – which is el or la along with the noun.  El is the masculine “the” and la is the feminine “the”.

Articles in English are “THE”, “A/AN” and “SOME”.
